Canada is a country of wild and breathtaking nature. At present, 34 national parks and 3 national marine parks are available to visit. 

The Banff National Park is the first and most famous from them. It was established in1885 in the Rocky Mountains. It is covered by a dense forest created by coniferous trees like fir, spruce and pine. It is the home of many mammals, such as elk, sheep, deer, but also bears, squirrels and many birds. The park has a National History Museum and the Museum of the Plains Indians, designed to familiarize the visitors with the culture of North American native people.

The mountains of the Kluane National Park are the youngest and most active in America and earthquakes are not rare there. Kluane has thousands of ice fields which represent glaciers. They have a very active life too. Usually, they travel slowly to lower levels. Occasionally they can flow at astonishing rates. The Eastern third of the park, called Greenbelt, is rich in animal and plant species. It has a very dense population of grizzly bears. Until the last century, there was no permanent human habitation in Kluane. Today a small Indian village lies close to the southern park boundary. Because of their aboriginal rights, Indians can continue fishing and hunting for their own use.
The Ellesmere Island National Park is the coldest park of Canada. It has got great ice fields, which some of are 900 meters thick. It is a country rich in wildlife, where arctic wolves, bears, foxes, oxen and caribous found their home.

Places for visitors who want to admire the nature’s masterpieces are the most famous waterfalls in the world, the Niagara Falls. They lie on the Niagara River, which connects Lake Erie and Lake Ontario. They are made up of the American Falls, which belong to the U.S. and the Horseshoe Falls, which belong to Canada. Niagara Falls offer you a great number of ways you can admire their unsurpassable beauty. The most famous and most widely used is to take one of the boats right up to the waterfalls.
