11. HUMAN RACE AND NATURE
Increases in the human population have had dramatic effects on the environment. Constant demand for new materials, changing industrial requirements and rapid economic growth have all contributed to “environmental stress”. The presence of a mixture of gases in the Earth’s atmosphere is fundamentally important to us – tampering with it could result in profound consequences for life on Earth.

One of the biggest global problems is global warming. It is the observed increase in the average temperature of the Earth’s atmosphere and oceans in recent decades and its projected continuation into the future. Global average near-surface atmospheric temperature rose 0,2 – 0,6 Celsius Grads in the 20th century. The prevailing scientific opinion on climate change is that most of the warming observed over the last 50 years is attributable to human activities. The main cause of warming is increasing concentration of greenhouse gases such as carbon dioxide (CO2) which lower atmosphere by increasing greenhouse effect. Greenhouse gases are released by activities like burning of fossil fuels.

The ozone layer is the part of the Earth’s atmosphere which contains relatively high concentration of ozone. It protects life on Earth from ultraviolet rays, which is cause of skin cancer because it absorbs biologically harmful ultraviolet radiation emitted from the Sun.
Air pollution is a big problem in large cities and in areas with high concentration of industry. Emissions range from smoke, dust and car exhausts. Substances contained in smoke, such as sulphur dioxide, nitrogen oxide and carbon dioxide, can cause the major changes in environment which can lead to climate changes. These substances mixed with water vapour in the atmosphere and there they are changed into poisonous oxidants which in form of acid rain onto trees and harm them.
Water pollution results from harmful industrial processes and households, from pesticides used in agriculture, etc. A concentration of heavy metals like mercury, lead or cooper is increasing. To have cleaner water, we must take some measures, f.e. reduce amount of chemicals or invent some friendly pesticides.
There are some ways how to help to improve environment or make process of pollution slowlier by re-using or recycling. A great deal of waste can be reclaimed by separating. Not only bottle bins or containers, but also can, plastic and paper containers should be installed into all streets. Domestic rubbish should be sorted out too. Garden waste of organic origin can be composed. 
The environmental movements are diverse scientific, social and political movements. Environmentalists attempt to suggest to management of resources and the protection of natural environment through some campaigns, advertisement and demonstrations. Scientists don’t like their ideas and actions because they show us arguments against using amount of technical and scientific inventions harming environment.
The well known organization is Greenpeace. It’s an international environmental organization founded in 1971. It’s known of its campaigns to stop atmospheric and underground nuclear testing as well as to bring an end of whaling. It uses non-violent, creative confrontation to expose global environmental problems, and to force solutions for a green and peaceful future.
