Education
Education is very important these days. All countries devote so much attention to their educational systems and try to improve them. British children begin their education at the age of 5. Some go nursery school from the age of three to five. Children play, paint, dance and sing. At 5 children start infant school and junior school from 7. 
System of England is divided in 4 stays:

1) Pre-school education
- crẽches / - nursery schools / - kindergartens.
2) Primary education
- Primary Schools GB / - Elementary Schools USA

3) Secondary education GB
- Secondary Grammar Schools


    High schools – USA
- Secondary Vocational schools






- Secondary Apprentice Schools
4) Terciary education
- Universities / - Faculties / - Colleges

Pre-school education is voluntary, and designed for children who are not old enough to go to school. It prepares children for compulsory school attendance. It includes crẽches, nursery schools and kindergartens. 
Primary education is divided into two stages: the first with grades 1 – 4 and the second stage with grades 5 – 9. Primary school provides children with a general education with pupils having from 25 to 30 lessons per week, studying History, Geography, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Arts, Religion or Ethics and Physical Education. In England school attendance is not compulsory but the law children must be educated – at school or at home.
Secondary education is from 11 to 16/18 years. They used to have two types of secondary schools – Grammar and Modern schools. Now most children go to one type of school Comprehensive school. However they have a long tradition of Private schools. In Britain there are Eton College, Harrow School, Winchester College. They are called by the name of the town. Comprehensive schools admitted students without entrance exams. The education is free of charge. Students can choose subjects they want to study.
Vocational and technical schools primarily prepare students for their future professions but they also offer a general education. Students graduate after passing final examinations in both theoretical and practical subjects.

A secondary grammar school offers general theoretical education and prepares students for higher education. 

Terciary education is a new trend in professional education, specialising in such fields of study as accounting, information processing, computer technology or tourism. It lasts from 4 to 6 years and is provided by colleges and universities. Students have to pass an entrance examination to be admitted to university. They can enrol three-year courses for bachelor´s degrees or five-year courses for master´s degrees. 
The school year in Slovakia starts on Septembre 1st and finishes on June 30th. School system comprises the Pre-school, the basic grade, the secondary and higher education including the university. Pre-school are not compulsory. There are for infant from the age of three months to three years. Children from 3 to 6 addend a kindergartens. Basic education is compulsory from 6 to 16. Then students go to General secondary school, Vocational Schools, which prepare students for various vocations, Trade Schools (technical, commercial) and the Art schools. Students get school reports at the end of January and June. If students get a 5 in June, he can take a make-up exam to try once again to pass. The students have many activities after school. They can play football, volleyball or basket, go to the Internet. 
I attend Secondary Commercial School in Humenné, so called Business Academy. Our school building is big. We have playground and gym too. We can find some important information for students on notice-board. A lessons lasts 45 minutes and breaks are 10 minutes long and one break is 15 minutes long. I`m in forth B form. I have 31 schoolmates. My class-teacher is Mr. Oleksak. My classroom is on the second floor and there are 10 boys and 22 girls in my class. There are 16 desks, 32 chairs, teacher`s table, blackboard, sponge and some chalks. I study some obligatory subjects, e.g.: Slovak, French, Economics, Accounting, Physical Education, History, Mathematics, Typing, Computers and so on. Optional subjects are Conversation in English, Maths, Religion lessons, Banking, Applicated Economy and so on. We get marks from excellent, very well, well, satisfactory and not satisfactory. At universities students get credits and grades – A, B, C, D, E (if they pass an exam), and if they fail an exam they get FX. In Slovakia school attendance is compulsory for 10 years. To finish Secondary Education students have to pass the school leaving exams so called maturita exams GB/ graduation exams USA. To enter secondary or university students have to pass entrance exams.
We are allowed to eat in the classroom, but we aren`t allowed to smoke in the classroom and to wear uniform in our school. I go to a public high school, but I don`t belong to any clubs in high school. I don`t play on any of the school`s sports teams. I don`t study art because we haven`t got that subject in school. I enjoy studying English. I come to school by train and it takes about twenty minutes. I have been once late for a class, because I missed a train. I have never slept in class. I do about 2 homeworks every day. I think that some teachers are very strict. I don`t like my classroom because there is cold. I like the best Physical Education and the worst Accounting. We haven`t a cafeteria. 
I think the life of student is very easy, when the student study hard and have good notes, this student can go of every school in the world. The students have only one thing to do and is the study, study and study. The pocket money is other in each family. I won´t stay at home after my examinations.
