If you think about something nice, that brings you a feeling of happiness then you will smile, and give an impresion of confidence. Make sure that you take all the right papers with you – if you forget something, you could look unprofessional. If they ask why you left last job, don´t give a long explanation. You have a right to your privacy and so do your previous employers.
